LIBRARY AUTOMATION -ENGINEERING LIBRARY  

 
 

Library, University of Jaffna was automated with LibSys 

from 2006. We have decided to convert  from LibSys to Koha 

because, LibSys is a commercial software with high Annual 

Maintenance Cost  (AMC) while Koha is an Integrated Library 

system with open source.  Migration process was started 

during the early June 2018 and partially completed in August 

2018.  As an initial step, the Engineering libra ry at Killinochi 

was fully automated with Koha from 1 st January 2019.      

Prof. A.Atputharajah, Dean, Faculty of Engineering 

inaugurated the system. Heads of departments, Staff and 

students of the Faculty of Engineering participated in this 

inaugural event . Mrs.T. Jenan, Assistant Librarian, 

coordinated the programme. She delivered an orientation 

lecture covering many aspects o f library automation using Koha.

Hands-on Training Session on URKUND: Detect and Prevent Plagiarism 

 

 

 

 

 

 

University Grant Commission (UGC) purchased URKUND plagiarism detection software for all 

Universities in Sri Lanka. URKUND is an automatic text -recognition system for anti -plagiarism, 

which automatically checks submitted text for plagiarism. Library , University of Jaffna organized 

hands-on training session on URKUND at two places, computer unit, Jaffna and Kilinochchi premises, 

Ariviyal Nagar University of Jaffna on 11 th  January and 1st  February, 2019 respectively. Objectives 

of this training session  are to introduce the URKUND system, familiarize the user categories 

defined in the system and work with the URKUND text -recognition system for anti -plagiarism. Mrs. 

Komathy Murugathas (Senior Assistant Librarian, Medical Library, and UOJ), Mrs.Latha 

Umachankar (Senior Assistant Librarian, Agriculture Library, UOJ) and Mrs.Thivya Janen 

(Assistant Librarian, Engineering Library, UOJ) served as resource persons . 
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Faculty of Technology  

Librarian was invited to the 4th inaugural session of the Faculty of Technology and gave the welcoming address 

encouraging the full use of the Library explaining what it offers towards their development. It was followed by 

Mrs. Umashankar on the 8th of February,   taking them through, how books & other library materials are 

organized in the library and introduced them to how borrowing could be done through e-resources. About 240 

students attended the programme.
